Time for your defence
of your project. For 
the defence invite WU 
supervisor and 
examiner. Prior to the 
defence WU 
supervisor will ask 
host to fill in 
evaluation form. 
After the defence, the 
outcome of your 
evaluation will be 
shared with you and 
registered in Osiris.
