 Female 7 – 9 week old BALB/c mice

 Several groups, large numbers of mice

 Intranasal inoculation 

 Mouse adapted isolates available
● H7N7

● Customized mouse adaptation of isolates

● GMO viruses possible

● Clinical symptoms: percentage survival

● Body weight
