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Message from the Guest Editors

This Special Issue invites submissions assessing the
performance of REDD+. ‘Performance’ can however mean
various things: 1. Economic (cost)effectiveness of policy
measures; 2. Multi-criteria achievements (efficacy, legality,
legitimacy, democracy, etc.); 3. Output, outcome and/or
impact of policies; 4. The way success and failure are
staged or ‘performed’ by stakeholders; and 5. The
‘performativity’ of REDD+, or how its conception enable or
constrain certain ways of managing forests on the ground,
and (dis)incentivizes certain kinds of behavior. We
welcome all such contributions, which will probably imply
a Special Issue with various approaches, methods and
theories. But we aim for such a variety, to assess REDD+
from various angles, for example single and multi-case
studies, large-N inventories and ethnographies, impact
assessment and evaluation studies, both qualitative and
quantitative, as well as various theories from economics,
political sciences, public administration, development
studies, anthropology and geography. Also, multi-level
analyses (global-local, or local-global) are particularly
invited.
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
