II.  Application 

Application procedure 

Students must first be nominated by their home 
university. Illinois will email the following information to 
the exchange coordinator for each semester to share 
with nominated students:  

• link to the online application system for the next 
application term  

• an access code to the online application  
• student application instructions  

 

Online application form 

An online application link specific to the partner 
institution will be provided. 

 

Required documents for 
application 

• Copy of passport 
• Certification of financial support 
• Academic transcripts 
• English language proficiency verification 

(verification by home institution OR TOEFL score 
• Personal statement 
• Tentative plan of study 
• Letters of recommendation (optional) 

 

Deadline for application 
Fall/Academic Year Spring Semester 

April 1 September 15

Types of student you could 
accept 

Undergraduate 

*MA/MS students may be nominated, but they will need 
to apply as undergraduates if coming as part of this 
exchange program. They will be able to take advanced 
undergraduate and graduate-level course work at 
Illinois. 

 

Suggested level of language 
proficiency for exchange program 

TOEFL iBT 80 or  

IELTS 6.0 (or other acceptable form of English language 
verification as outlined in the online application).   

 

TOEFL or IELTS test scores must be sent directly from the 
Testing Services Office to the University of Illinois at 
Urbana-Champaign (Institution Code: 1836, Department 
Code: 00).   
 

Students whose TOEFL is less than 80 or IELTS is less 
than 6.0 will be required to take the English Placement 
Test upon arrival. Based on the outcome of the test, 
certain English language courses may be recommended 
for the student. (Intensive English Institute information 
at http://www.iei.uiuc.edu/)  Proposed program may 
have additional admission criteria.
