AOne-day-oId Ross 308 broilers (n=60)

ATwo groups in separate climate controlled rooms
1. LE = continuous low endotoxin level
2. HE = continuous high endotoxin level

A Endotoxin : E.coli O55:B5

At D33 LE and HE groups divided over 3 treatments:
Acon (control)
AIBC ( intranasally challenged with IB virus)

AIBV (intranasally vaccinated with IB virus)
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Spraying system
